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1) Competitions will be held on the second Wednesday of the month, during the regular monthly meetings.  Meetings will start at 6:45 PM.




.





2) To be eligible to compete, a member must be fully paid and in good standing.







3) A total of three (3) entries are permitted at each competition.

a)
All photographs must be taken by the member and it must be taken within the past three 



years.  


b)
Each member may show a print a maximum of two (2) times, once in the open category and 


once in the assigned category.


c)
8x10 is the minimum print size; a photo and mount that exceeds 8x10 and fits into the viewer 


will be accepted.


d)
Panoramic pictures may be entered in any category.  The minimum print size must be 8x10 either length or width.

4) MATTING- Prints must be mounted on a black or white matt board (either over or under the print).  All presentations except those in Creative Graphics must have some amount of matting showing on the front or back of the photograph. 











a)
Any size photo matt that fits into the viewer will be accepted.  Any deviation from the 



proper 
matting will result in the photo being placed in creative graphic category.



b)
No frames, back mountings, hooks or sticky substances are allowed on the front or back 



of any part of the presentation. 











5) All entries must have a label affixed to the back of the print in the upper left hand corner, indicating your name and membership number. There can be no writing or explanation of a photo on the front of the photograph or mat. 













6) All entries must be submitted by 7:00 p.m. on the day of the competition.  If special circumstances arise (illness or other unavoidable circumstances) which prevent the member from attending the meeting, the member can send their entries in with another member. If the member is unable to send in their photos with another, they must contact the President via telephone or email. At the President’s discretion and with his approval, the entries may be submitted the following month.








7) A guest will judge entries.  In the event that a guest judge is unavailable, one member attending the meeting will act as judge.  A maximum of nine (9) points can be awarded to each entry.  The criteria for judging will be up to the judge.












8) Photographs will be entered in the following skill levels and categories:

a)
Basic:  assigned to individuals who are just starting out in photography and whose photographic 


skills are not yet sufficiently developed to compete in the advanced category.  


b)
Advanced:  assigned to those individuals who have more experience in photography and whose 


skills are sufficiently developed for this level.


**
Within each of the above skill levels there is an “Assigned Topic” and an “Open” competition 


for all color photographs.


c)
Black & White or Monochrome (i.e. one color e.g., sepia, all blue or all green) photographs 


will be included in the Basic or Advanced, “Open or Assigned” categories.


d)
Creative Graphics will include photographs that have been heavily manipulated using image 


editing software (e.g. Photoshop) to the extent that the photograph is deemed a “graphic arts or 


fantasy” (see below) photograph****.  


**Collages may be submitted in any category if it conforms to the appropriate categories requirements.


***Photographs that are merely edited using software e.g., enhancing contrast; saturation etc., with or 
without the use of layers may be entered in any category.  


***Photographs that have been manipulated by replacement of objects or edited to show objects or 
actions that do not stretch the boundaries of reality may also be entered in any category.  


****However, when the photograph borders on becoming a representation that is clearly beyond 
the 
realm of reality and becomes “fantasy,” the photograph should be placed in the creative graphics 
category.


****Photographs with boarders or computer-generated edges must be entered in the creative graphics 
category.

9) The annual winner from the beginners category will automatically elevated to the advanced category.   Individuals who are in the Basic skill level that exhibit advances skills are encouraged to voluntarily move to the advanced skill level at any time during the year.
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
